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The five year Continuing Accreditation visit by the
National Council for the Accreditation of Teacher
Education (NCATE) was conducted during the Fall of
1996. Faculty, staff, students, public school colleagues
and WSU colleagues outside of the college invested a
prodigious amount of time and energy preparing for this
vital visitation. The NCATE site visit gave our college an
opportunity to showcase the excellent professional
preparation programs for our students from every
department of the college. In the Spring of 1997 we were
notified that we had met all standards and that no
weaknesses were cited. Nationally, this is a rare
accomplishment. Finally, in June, our NCATE Continuing
Report was selected by NCATE to be used as a sample
at the national training conference for teacher education
programs anticipating an accreditation visit in the next
year. This result was achieved only through the team
work of all those who participated in the process. We are
indeed fortunate to have had Ms. Valerie Doll as our
NCATE coordinator during this recent visit. In addition,
there were other highlights during 1996 - 1997 which
include:

& Project Sustain was funded to continue science
education initiatives begun during Project Discovery
under the direction of Drs. James Tomlin, Beth
Basista, and Linda Ramey-Gassert.

& The School to Work Leadership Institute was
coordinated out of our college for the state of Ohio
under the direction of Dr. Donna Courtney and
through the Department of Educational Leadership.

& The Western Region Assessment Project was
completed under the direction of Dr. Donna Cole and
created a model for the use of electronic portfolios
sand alternative assessment.

& The CEHS completed a five year strategic plan with
new mission and vision statements under the
facilitation of Mr. James Trent.

¢ CEHS sent out our second annual alumni newsletter
to over 14,000 alumni.

& CEHS and Alumni Relations co-sponsored a college
alumni reception before the WSU men's basketball
game (Cleveland State VS WSU) February 1, 1997.

& Minority recruitment activities were increased under
the direction of Dr. Steve Fortson and Ms. La Creta
Rutledge-Evans.

& A CEHS Technology Plan and Technology Steering
Committee was created for the first time in our college
under the direction of Dr. Bonnie Mathies.

& All outdated computer equipment has been replaced
with PowerMacs with 32 ram for all faculty and staff in
CEHS, including new faculty for next year.

& Dr. Bonnie Mathies served as president of the Ohio
Educational Library Media Association.

& The Department of Educational Leadership hosted a
visiting exchange fellow from Beijing Normal
University, Mr. Yungfa Gu.

& CEHS in partnership with the Dayton Public Schools
joined the Holmes Partnership to work on the
simultaneous renewal of public schooling and teacher
education.

& CEHS faculty were selected for three of the four
Presidential Awards for Faculty Excellence - Service,
Scholarship, All Around.

& The Division of Professional Practice and Research
sponsored an WOEA Day conference on Teaching
American Indian Style to promote diversity in our
schools and in the teaching and learning process.

& The Department of Health, Physical Education and
Recreation received approval from the Ohio
Department of Education to offer the only graduate
School Nursing Program in Ohio, and funding from
WSU to increase enroliment by one-third.

& CEHS student Ms. Susan Marshhausen was selected
to receive the WSU Heritage Scholarship (only one
given annually at WSU).



& Successfully conducted searches for tenure track
professors in reading/language arts (2 positions),
social studies education, curriculum and instruction,
computer education, special education, and educat-
ional administration.

e Secured $720,800 dollars in grants and funded
research.

The Southwestern Ohio Vocational Education
Personnel Development (SWOVEPD) Center

The center, under the direction of Donna Courtney,
completed the 7th year of operations under grants to
provide pedagogical training for people from business
and industry who are teachers in the eighteen vocational
education planning districts (VEPD's) in southwest Ohio.
The grant for the 1996-97 fiscal year brought $260,174
to the Wright State University center.

One-hundred-three (103) students in the 36-quarter-hour
program generated 1,471 quarter hour credits from July
1, 1996 through June 30, 1997. Upon completion of their
programs, they will have generated 3,708 hours of
instruction provided by Tommie Basinger and Timothy
Kerlin, full-time instructors, and Karen Dempsey and
Barbara Riley, adjunct instructors. Professional
development was provided through workshops in on-
campus and off-campus sites.

The center also administered the 4th Ohio Vocational
Education Leadership Institute (OVELI) grant in the
amount of $121,340 with a total of $363,980 for the four-
year period.

The Division of Career Education and Lifelong Learning
faculty (those previously mentioned plus Valerie Doll and
previously known as Workforce Education) provided
instruction for the four-year vocational education
programs including business, marketing, and the regular
vocational preparation as well as the master's programs
for vocational administration and classroom teacher.
Along with this instruction, they started a new program
for certification for Occupational Work Experience,
Occupational Work Adjustment, Diversified Cooperative
Training, Diversified Cooperative Health Occupations,
and  School-to-Apprenticeship ~ coordinators  with
approximately 35 people starting the certification
program. Those enrollees have the potential of
generating 490 quarter-hours of instruction through that
program.

The center has received an extended grant for the 1997-
98 fiscal year including another administrative grant for
OVELL.

Ohio School-to-Work (STW) Leadership Institute

In 1996 the State University Education Deans
Association (SUED) formed a coalition to deliver a
School-to-Work System Integration Project where Ohio
state universities work together in teams to provide the
services through four separate projects. There is a
faculty member as principal investigator at each of the
four universities where projects are housed. The Ohio
State University serves as the repository of the grant and
provides a project manager to coordinate the four
projects. Wright State University, as one of the four
project sites, re-ceived monies to develop a leadership
institute for School-to-Work.

The objective is to improve practitioners' abilities to link
school and work by developing a cadre of School-to-
Work leaders prepared with new levels of competencies.
The strategy is to design and implement a statewide
STW leadership institute or other centralized profes-
sional development mechanism that is linked to existing
leadership institutes and academies. Workplace
externships for practitioners will be a part of the
experience as well as empowerment of leaders as
trainers. WSU, with Donna Courtney as Principal Inves-
tigator, heads this project with a grant in the amount of
$82,465. In addition to Dr. Courtney, other WSU faculty
participating on the work team for the development and
implementation of the institute include: Dean Gregory
Bernhardt, Tommie Basinger; Valerie Doll, Timothy
Kerlin, Patricia Kleine, Charles Ryan, James Trent,
James Uphoff, and Richard Wantz.

The Ohio School-to-Work Leadership Institute was held
on July 14, 15, and 16, 1997. The evaluations indicated
the institute was a great success. A well-organized,
meaningful business and industry externship for the



institute fellows and work team was planned and imple-
mented by Valerie Doll, Richard Wantz, and Timothy
Kerlin.

ACCOMPLISHMENTS AND ACHIEVEMENTS

This past academic year has been a most notable one
for this department. The accomplishments have been
many and have been due to the outstanding efforts of
the faculty and staff. Among the many achievements
have been the following:

The outstanding success of the NCATE evaluation proc-
ess which found ALL standards met with zero weak-
nesses cited was a major highlight of the past year.

The decisions made by the department concerning how
to fill the vacancy in the chair's position due to Dr.
Uphoff's retirement have resulted in the initiation of a full
search with a diverse search committee conducting the
process.

The department's decision that our "ultimate concern" is
for the success of the PK-12 children with whom our
students are/will be working represents a "moral target"
for our attention.

Lee Grafton was chosen to provide significant leadership
in helping us move our program into the technology age
with course revisions and added experiences for our
students. ED 327, general methods introduction course,
was significantly revised over this year to include much
more technology content and experiences.

Three faculty positions were changed from non-tenure
track to tenure track with full searches conducted. In
addition, an additional faculty position in language arts
education was approved and also filled via the same
process. Extensive faculty participation on these search
committees was a key factor in each process being
successful.

The basic structure of the new programs by which
CEHS-TED will meet the new state standards for
teacher preparation has been put into place.
Consultations are well underway with other colleges
(Science and Mathe-matics and Liberal Arts) to design
the new under-graduate degrees which will be needed
for those entering the university in 1998. These "new"
degrees will result in a pre-education BA or BS in the
following fields:
e Integrated Language Arts for Grades 7-12
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Integrated Mathematics for Grades 7-12
Integrated Social Studies for Grades 7-12
Integrated Science for Grades 7-12

Physical Sciences for Grades 7-12

Life Sciences for Grades 7-12

Earth Sciences for Grades 7-12

K-12 Modern Languages

K-12 Visual Arts

Each of these undergraduate degrees will have 13
credits of pre-education and will lead into a graduate
level program of professional education (PYP) resulting
in both licensure to teach and a master's degree after
the first year of teaching.

Working with the other colleges, new/revised "areas of
subject concentration” have been developed for the new
middle childhood level of licensure (Grades 4-9). These
will go into effect for those entering the university as of
Fall 1998.

University awards were received by two of the depart-
mental faculty. Michael Williams received the President's
Award for Excellence in Service to the university and the
community. Jim Uphoff was given the President's Award
for Excellence in Teaching/ Scholarship/Service--the "all-
around" recognition. He also was given the OSBA
"Award of Achievement” in 1997. In addition, Colleen
Finegan-Stoll received the OAEYC "Teacher-of-Teach-
ers" state award this year.

The department recommended increases in the min-
imum PPST scores needed for the admissions process.
These increases were approved for all programs except
HPR and music education effective at the end of Spring
1998. Reading: from 172 to 175; writing: from 172 to
173; and math: from 172 to 174. This puts the minimum
level at about the 25th percentile.

The TED admissions process has continued with ALL
applicants (undergraduate, transfer, graduate, etc.)
being interviewed as an essential element in the holistic
process. As a result we have had much better
enrollment management and have added sections of
Phase | courses as needed to avoid closed classes.

The first PYP graduate-level initial certification cohort
group of 1995-96 completed its program of study with a
successful placement rate of 17 out of 19 who were
seeking teaching jobs being successful in finding a
teaching position for the 96-97 year. Of the total of 21
who finished the main part of the program, 11 have now
completed their inquiry project and qualified for the
M.Ed. degree. Two more are nearly finished with their
project. The others have up to another 5 years in which
to do this if they want to take that much time.

The second PYP group (96-97) numbered 25 for the
start of the program last summer. They are currently

designing their inquiry project for next year. Almost half
already have teaching positions as of mid-June, 1997.

The third PYP cohort (97-98) currently has nearly 50
enrolled and we are using three different school districts
for the regular school year: Fairborn, E.J. Brown in
Dayton, and Trotwood-Madison High School.

A number of TED faculty have trained to become
PRAXIS evaluators, the system of assessing first year
teachers prior to the issuing of the regular license being
tested by the state of Ohio.

The faculty were not only busy accomplishing the above
sampling of achievements, they were also highly pro-
ductive in their scholastic endeavors. This reports listing
of publications and grants provides samples of the TED's
faculty's excellent productivity.

ACCOMPLISHMENTS

The Division of Professional Practice and Research
(DPPR) represented the College of Education and
Human Services in providing external field services and
internal support for both academic and service activities.
The mission of the division is to extend professional
service and faculty expertise into the university's service
area to achieve a closer working relationship between
the university and society.

DPPR was responsible for teacher centers and one-
weekend, one credit workshops housed both on Wright
State University campus and convenient locations
throughout Southwest and West Central Ohio; and offers
continuing education through workshops, classes and
conferences designed for the educational and coun-
seling/human services professionals. These programs
reach out to over 3,500 teachers and administrators.

The graduate and undergraduate on-campus and off-
campus workshops generated approximately $1,200,000
annually in tuition. Credit workshops are developed to
meet specific school district needs.

DPPR provided consultant services to school systems
upon request. Contracts between DPPR and school sys-
tems enabled the division to provide specific services to
school systems at a reasonable price.

The ED Link 12 (Educational Leadership Information
Network) program provided cost effective staff devel-
opment to 40 school systems with a combined en-
rollment of approximately 185,000 students, 9,300
teachers, and 400 administrators. A wide range of
topics, suggested by the participants, were covered
during the 96-97 school year.

The three networks, Middle Cities, Southwest Regional,
and West Central, conducted over 100 meetings annu-
ally and coordinated through DPPR.

The Instructional Materials Center underwent a major
change in August ‘96. Prior to this date, non-print

materials had been arranged on the shelves using a
color-dot system. Under the new system, items bearing
a Library of Congress call number were arranged on the
shelves according to their call number. By nature of the
call numbering system, items of the same subject were
grouped together.

Test file policies and procedures were reviewed by the
Test File Committee. The committee made revisions and
updates which were approved and accepted by the
CEHS faculty.

CEHS faculty and staff were invited to submit requests
for the purchase of new materials for the IMC collection
using the IMC's budget for new materials. These
requests were funneled through the department chairs
and then forwarded to the ERC. This approach met with
a good response from the faculty who plan to use the
items for their classes.

New computers were added to the IMC reading area.
This addition enables students to type their class papers
on computer while the computer lab is closed for classes
and workshops. Accommodating the students needs
was the drive behind this change.

Twenty-one instructors placed a total of 428 items on
reserve for their classes throughout the year. The
reading area was used as the meeting site for classes,
workshops and CEHS receptions.

MEDIA PRODUCTION LAB

The Media Production Lab computer which is connected
to a scanner was upgraded to a Power Mac. Lab
attendance for the year was 8,782 visits.
MICROCOMPUTER LAB

The ERC’s Microcomputer Lab was equipped with new
computers to bring that lab up to new university
technological standards. Each station was upgraded to
Power Macs from the Apple lle, ligs and LC 520’s. A
server also was installed in the lab. Two stations were
provided with equipment adapted for the physically
challenged. These stations have special keyboards,
larger monitors, Turbo mice.
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This change of equipment prompted the purging of
software that could no longer be used in that lab. The
software was donated to partnership schools. A number
of new CD-ROM programs were added to the lab’s
software collection during the year.

Thirty-eight classes were held in the lab over the course
of the year. A total of 5,872 patrons used the lab during
“open” lab hours. This lab is a hub of technological
activity!

ERC CONFERENCE ROOM

The ERC conference room furniture was replaced. The
‘60’s look has been replaced to reflect the upcoming
turn-of-the-century. The new furniture is brighter and
more comfortable. The general appearance of the room
is cheerier.
